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RE: 	BRAZILIAN UNIVERSITIES UNDERGRADUATE COURSES
The Federative Republic of Brazil has informed through the Ministry of Foreign Affairs that under the aegis of the Brazilian educational cooperation programme called PEC-G, the Government of Brazil is offering University graduation courses in Brazil for the 2019 academic year.
ELIGIBILITY

Applicants should meet the following requirements:


· Be a citizen of Kenya
· Must have a minimum of 18 years and a maximum of 23 years, preferably by 31st December, 2018
· Must present original and copy of the transcript with courses taken and grades obtained during all high school years
· Must have completed high School (Secondary), in a country other than Brazil, with an overall arithmetic average of all subjects equal to or superior to 60% and final course average of the official language of the country (English, French, Portuguese or Spanish) equal or superior than 60% (Minimum in K.C.S.E. is B Plain)
· A candidate who has not completed high school at the date of registration for PEC-G may apply but if selected must submit the Certificate of Completion of high school at enrollment in the Brazillian institution of higher education.
· A candidate from a non Lusophone country (in this case, Kenya) where Celpe-Bras is not administered may take the Celpe-Bras examination, only once, at the accredited institution of higher education in Brazil during the second half of 2019, as a graduation from preparatory course of Portuguese for Foreigners.
· FAILING IN THE EXAM ends the relationship between the student and the Program, without a chance of repeating, and will result in immediate return to the country of origin.

On registration at the Embassy candidates must also submit:

· A signed statement of financial responsibility and ability by parents or guardian to remit a minimum amount equivalent to US$400,00 (four hundred U.S. dollars) monthly to defray the cost of living in Brazil during the undergraduate degree
· A signed statement of commitment that affirms to undertake and comply with the rules of PEC-G.
· Original and copy of birth certificate of the applicant and his or her parents
· Original medical certificate for physical and mental health issued with no more than 90 days prior to submitting the application.  The certificate must state whether the applicant suffers from chronic illness, or is receiving some type of treatment.

No registrations will be accepted for:
· Brazilian citizens even if the candidate holds dual citizenship
· Holder of any temporary or permanent visa to Brazil; 
· A candidate who has completed high school in Brazil
· A candidate who has benefited from vacancies in the previous PEC-G selection processes but was discontinued from programme
· A candidate previously selected, but who has given up the vacancy without a valid reason or one who represented him or herself at the Brazilian institute of higher education after the enrolment deadline
· A candidate whose final overall average in all courses taken in high school and official language discipline of their country is less than 60%
· A candidate who has already graduated.  Such a candidate should apply for the post graduate programme or for a different course in the PEC-G programme.
NB:	Information concerning visa requirements will be given at the Embassy during registration.  The results of the final acceptance of the candidate’s application will be informed in due course.
Additional information will be provided to candidates on the occasion of their application at the Embassy and transmitted in due course to the appropriate Kenyan authorities, or on the website of the Embassy of Brazil in Nairobi.
